On Manhattan�s

southern tip, the sky-
scraper-lined
canyons of Wall
Street and lower
Broadway echo with
the ghosts of industri-
alists and robber
barons who made their millions here in
the late 19th and early 20th centuries.
Named after a wooden wall built across
the island in 1653 to defend the Dutch
colony against the English, Wall Street
is arguably the most famous thorough-
fare in the world - shorthand for the vast,
powerful financial community that clus-
ters around the New York and American
Stock Exchanges.
